Now the
pastors entire family has Jesus as their Savior except their
youngest, who is not yet two.

Also the young man pictured on the far left, name is Tumee.
He came forward and professed of his salvation and now de-
sired to be a member of Rich Heart. He had been attending for
sometime but would not commit to baptism. There was great
joy with his decision seeing how his mother had been a mem-
ber for sometime. Baptized at the same time was Tugs, pic-
tured on far right. He is a middle aged man whose wife and
two sons had professed their salvation and was baptized within
the past year. He is also the brother-in-law of our Missionary
in Chore.

over his life. The last Sunday of November found him in the
hospital. Not wanting to miss services he left the hospital and
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took a taxi to services. Before baptismal services he apolo-
gized for having to leave services. He expressed his desire to
stay for the baptismal services and fellowship but had direct
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ments. It is humbling when I think of times I missed services.
Then on the last Sunday of November two ladies were bap-
tized and added to the church. The lady pictured to the left is
Tsevegsuren. She has been attending for just over one year,
arfd gangly thisying a service. She had a profession of faith be-
fore that time, but only now saw the need to become a church
member. The younger lady is Altantuya, another who had
been faithful in attending but did not see the need to join until
now.

3 ADDED TO THE WORK AT CHINGELTAI
The first week of November also saw two ladies coming for
baptism from the Chingeltai mission. Pictured in the middle is
Munktovshin, and to her left is Gantoiah. These ladies had
been in the Chingeltai group before they came to Rich Heart.
They have decided to follow Jesus in scriptural baptism. The
lady on the right of
the picture is Munk-
toiah. She had been
saved and baptized
by the Rich Heart
Baptist Church two
years ago. Due to
difficulties she quit
coming and the
church removed her
from their member-

: ship. With the start-
ing of the work in Chingeltai she has a desire to work with
them. On the same day that Munktovshin and Gantoiah were
baptized, Munktoiah came before the Rich Heart Church and
apologized for not serving the Lord and not attending church
services. These three are now added to the seven in our
Chingeltai mission. Sunday attendance has been running in
the Il ow 20 s. As we have
is very depressed economically. The average monthly wage is
is around $108. This is barely enough to exist. Most in

Chirgeltai d» hoshave skills, so the jobs that they find are the

ones no one else wants. Most have to work seven days a week
and from 9am to 8pm to survive. This makes it very difficult
for them to attend servi
problem and we ask you to keep these people in prayer that
there will be a way to reach them before it is too late.
